River Ranch Stockyards (Welcome Party):

« Each team will receive 4 dinner tickets to Thursday night's dinner. Each judge will
receive 1dinner ticket to Thursday Night's dinner. Extra tickets may be purchased on
the SCA website.

« Thursday nights Welcome Party is the can’t miss party of the year with a BBQ Dinner,
year end awards and entertainment.

 No saving tables at the Welcome party, it is first come first serve on the seating.

« Remember there are kids in the audience, be respectful while on stage and don’t ue
foul language.

SET UP:

« US teams, please help our international and long-distance travelling cooks by helping
them with grills etc. International teams please make a post on the "SCA Group" page
on Facebook to get connected with a cook if you need help with equipment.

« NO SET UP ALLOWED WEDNESDAY AT WILL ROGERS UNLESS YOU HAVE A SPACE IN
THE RV AREA.

 Cooks can set up beginning Thursday Morning from 7Zam to 3pm at Will Rogers
Memorial Center for the SCA World Championship. See schedule for daily load in
times. Once set up you may leave your camp set up throughout the event.

« Cowtown Classic only cooks, can load in on Sunday morning from 8-10am only.

« Cooks without a Golden Ticket are not allowed to set up until Sunday Morning.

 No vehicles will be allowed in cook area until after awards each day.

« Teams may not sleep in the cook trailers overnight unless they are in the RV Village.

EVENT PARKING:
- The City of Fort Worth charges a per car fee (fees vary from $12 to $15) to park at
Will Rogers Memorial Center.
« No personal vehicles can be parked in their cook areas.

ANCILLARY WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP:

« Only qualified ancillary cooks (GT) may compete.

« The ancillary categories for the World Championship will be announced on Dec. 31st.

- At registration teams will be separated into groups of 50 by drawing poker chips to
determine which group they will compete against.

« Each group will have a different set of judges.

« At awards we will recognize the top ten from each of the groups, advancing them to
the SCA Ancillary World Championship Finals on Saturday.

« The SCA Ancillary Points Champions from the USA, Australia, Europe and NZ will
receive and auto bid into the Championship Finals (to qualify there must be 15 events
held in their region for the season).

« In case of a perfect tie (not able to be broken by the SCA tie brake system) for tenth
in a group, each cook tied will advance.

« If one of the SCA Ancillary Points Champions is in the top ten of their preliminary
rounds, the next person in that group will advance.



GENERAL INFORMATION

STEAK WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP:

« Cooks that don’t advance to the finals may compete in the Cowtown Steak Classic.

« At steak selection the teams will be divided into groups and select steaks from the
table matching their selection token. These token are your souvenir to keep. Times
will be assigned to each group of 50.

« Each group will have a different set of judges assigned for their groups.

« At awards we will recognize the top ten from each of the groups, advancing them to
the SCA Steak World Championship Finals on Sunday.

« The SCA Steak Point Champions from the USA, Australia, Europe and NZ will
receive and auto bid into the Championship Finals (to qualify there must be 15 events
held in their region for the season).

« If one of the Points Champions is in the top ten of their preliminary rounds, the next
person in that group will advance.

¢ In case of a perfect tie (not able to be broke by the SCA tie brake system) for tenth in
a group, each team tied will advance.

SCA Cowtown Rib Classic:

« Anyone with an SCA Golden Ticket or At Large Bid may compete in the SCA Rib
World Championship.
« SCA 2024 Rib Rules will be used for judging.

« The Rib World Championship will be limited to 200 cooks divided into A&B groups.
« Cooks will be assigned groups at registration.

« The top 15 of each group will be recognized from stage.

Cowtown Steak Classic:

« The SCA Cowtown Classic is open for anyone to compete in, even if they have not
won a Golden Ticket or At Large Bid in the 2023 season.

« At steak selection the teams will be divided into groups and select steaks from the
table matching their selection token. Times will be assigned for each group at
registration.

 The top 15 in each group will be recognized on stage.
